FIRST LESSON Isaiah 9:2-7

Some 700 years before Jesus was born, Isaiah speaks about the joy believers will know at the coming of
the Savior. He speaks about the work the Savior will do to save us from sin and damnation in terms of a
great king defeating the enemies of his people. His victory means a reign of peace in the heart of every
believer—a reign of peace that will have its complete fulfillment in his eternal kingdom of heaven.

2 The people walking in darkness
have seen a great light;
on those living in the land of deep darkness
a light has dawned.
3You have enlarged the nation
and increased their joy;
they rejoice before you
as people rejoice at the harvest,
as warriors rejoice
when dividing the plunder.
